	School Background

	Since September 2021 the school has provided a catch-up programme delivered by National Tutors. The school has delivered National Tutoring through Protocol Education in the form of intervention groups, of three pupils, in lower Key Stage two. These pupils were identified as having gaps in their learning and included Pupil Premium and SEND. The school has employed two qualified National Tutors that have been delivering support for reading and phonics in Key Stage one. In Key Stage two, smaller class sizes have been implemented with an emphasis on quality first teaching. In Early Years, Reception pupils have been screened as part of the Nuffield Early Language Intervention (NELI) programme. Reception pupils that have been identified as requiring extra support with their communication and language receive support through NELI intervention groups that are delivered by a practitioner qualified in NELI. Pupils in the Nursery have been screened as part of the Early Communication Screening Tool. The pupils that have been identified as requiring extra support with their communication and language skills have targeted support delivered by Early Years practitioners. In the circumstances that a child is isolating due to covid-19 then they join their lessons remotely, throughout the school.

	Priority 1

	To provide high quality teaching based on the Rosenshine principles of explicit teaching.
The school has this area in its school improvement plan. The school trains staff to understand Rosenshine principles and how to help children learning knowledge in the long-term memory linked to subject specific concepts. The school has selected a teaching and learning champion (Katie McMahon) and staff have the opportunity to watch each other and learn different strategies in demonstrating the tools around Rosenshine principles. These principles include daily reviews, small steps of learning and returning to the same knowledge. Book looks are completed with staff and children with a focus on small steps of knowledge and repetition of learning through the daily reviews and the PPA time reviews. This learning will be reviewed through assessments at the end of January to see the impact of learning upon the knowledge acquired.

	Priority 2
	To provide additional high-quality intervention one to one support and academic tutoring support
The school will use an external provider from the National Tutoring programme to provide academic tutoring support to gap fill in literacy and numeracy in Key Stage 2. The children are selected based on assessments. In numeracy the children will have gap filling and support for the next unit of learning that will be taught in the classroom. In literacy the staff will focus upon comprehension which is the weaker area in the reading assessments. In Key Stage 1 and Year 3 the school will use a National Tutor to support the learning of phonics and numeracy on three afternoons. This will be small interventions linked with the classroom provision in areas that have just been covered. This will gap fill and provide support for the children. Parents will be informed of the areas of gap filling that are being provided so they can provide support. 

	Priority 3
	To provide a structured reading support through the Teaching Assistants with listening to readers and teaching additional phonics every day
All teaching assistants will listen to targeted readers every day chosen from the reading assessments using the Colin Big Cat books and the Little Wandle reading scheme. This will provide targeted reading support from Reception through to Year 6. They will use VIPERS to support the comprehension of the reading but the key focus is on the ability of the children to learn to read and want to read and to read fluently. This skill frees up the brain to focus upon the questions asked with comprehension. The school will increase the librarian hours so she can send round books to the children and listen to readers through the school so all children in all year groups are listened to. All of the higher attaining children will be heard to read aloud individually once a week as well. 

	Priority 4
	To implement strategies from ELSA training in order to meet the social and emotional needs of the children and the impact of Covid-19
The nurture lead will create a beach house from finances provided by the PTFA and the school. This will enable the children to have their social and emotional needs met at any time of the school day to support them with the learning in the classroom. Additionally the nurture lead will provide suggestions and links with the curriculum that support learning within the classroom as well as in the beach house.
