Service Pupil Premium Grant 2017-2018
The Service Pupil Premium grant is additional funding allocated to schools to help support service children. The amount is £300 per child (for children in Reception Class through to Year Six). The premium was introduced by the Department for Education (DfE) as part of the commitment to delivering the Armed Forces Covenant. A child must live with their Service parent to be eligible for Service Pupil Premium. 

Unlike the Pupil Premium Grant, the Service Pupil Premium is not to support attainment directly; it does however enable schools to provide extra, mainly pastoral, support for children with parents in the Armed Forces, which should impact positively on their social and emotional well-being as well as their academic achievement and progress. 

However we would like elements of the Service Pupil Premium to mirror the core offers of our Pupil Premium and our Early Years Pupil Premium. We have therefore made a commitment to families to use some of this funding to provide the following additional financial support.

We will:

· Pay 30% towards all educational visits.

· Purchase school uniform for each child up to the value of £30 per school year. You would need to let Mrs Knapper (in our school office) know the required sizes so that she can order this for you.

How any remaining Service Pupil Premium is spent is decided on an individual needs basis. It is the responsibility of the Class Teacher to identify the best ways. As always we value your opinion and if you are the parent of a Service child, please talk to your child’s class teacher about how to best utilise this extra funding.
