Attendance Facts
5% of the school year- that’s 9 missed days or a day a month – can knock students off track
90% attendance = ½ day missed every week!
Research suggests that 17 missed school days a year = GCSE grade DROP in achievement. (DfES) The greater the attendance the greater the achievement.

We are aware that children can miss school due to unavoidable illness.  Please ensure that you communicate the reasons for your child’s absences on the first day of absence.  If there are long term attendance difficulties, then please discuss this with us so that we may support the situation.

	Gives a child the very best chance of success.

	Few interruptions to learning – a very good chance of success.

	Worrying attendance
	Your child has missed almost 3 weeks of learning.  

	90% or less
	Serious concern
	Persistent Absence Pupil (as defined by the DfE.)  This is worrying attendance.  A child has had the equivalent of one day off school every fortnight / almost 4 weeks off school (or more).  It is less likely that good progress in learning can be made.
